When the guild was originally formed there was no live scene within Glen Inngs but
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over a number of years the guild managed to get live music back into venues such as
The New Tatts, the old Royal hotel and eventually, the SERVICES CLUB, who at
the time had an antiocal content policy.
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The then committee also took the guild to Emmaville, Tenterfield and Inverell with
performances in various hotels.

Unfortunately there were a number of committee changes with different beliefg, this
combined with a lack of support eventually caused the Guild to falter and disband.

The GLEN INNES MUSICIANS GUILD still exists, all be it a more private type|

of

organisation. Both guilds intend to support each other and work towards a cornmon
goal of promoting live music in Glen Innes .

Tamworth and Inverell currently hold jam days and negotiations are under way for
reciprocal trips to these venues.

The SPAC group hope to grow the guild to its previous state and create a viah
scene firstly within Glen Innes and once again to various other towns.
